Tips to Determine Port of Arrival:

·  Never overlook the smaller ports

·  Many of Irish entered through the Canadian ports; fare

     was half price and entry was less restrictive

· where your ancestor settled in will guide you as to port of

    entry..example: your ancestor settle and farmed in Pa. we

     suggest Philadelphia as a port.

· Most southern used ports were Galveston Tx, and New

     Orleans, but don’t overlook Charleston, Savannah, South

     Carolina, and Georgia

· Many folks who settled in states along the Mississippi River

    came through New Orleans and took a  riverboat  up the

    Mississippi  destination Missouri or Illinois

· Mid 19th century many arriving in Baltimore or Philadelphia

Traveled onto Pittsburg then used a riverboat to travel  Ohio,

Indiana, Kentucky, Louisville, Wheeling, West Virginia
· Many immigrants arriving in New York would travel through the Erie Canal to places such as Wisconsin, Michigan, Indiana, Illinois,

    Michigan and Minnesota

· Immigrants settled in New England usually enter through Boston,

    Portland Me, New York ,New Bedford Ma, Providence RI and

· Philadelphia 

· Greek immigrants usually came into Boston and New York

· Russians usually entered in New York

· Families usually booked themselves on the same ship line a

     previous ancestor used

· Cunard Steamship line is the oldest and still in business today
